PURPOSE OF ENDORSEMENT
The ALTA 44-06 Insured Mortgage Recording Loan Endorsement insures against loss or damage by reason of the failure of the Insured Mortgage to have been recorded in the Public Records as set forth in the endorsement.
UNDERWRITING REQUIREMENTS
· The Insured Mortgage and any assignments must be recorded in the Public Records, meaning the appropriate land records, with a Recording/Instrument/Document Number assigned to the recorded mortgage and any recorded assignments.
· The information required by Section 3 of the endorsement must be obtained from a review of the recorded mortgage and any assignments.  The information inserted in Section 3 must be identical to the information found on the recorded mortgage and any assignments.

· Any revision of the endorsement needs prior approval from a member of CATIC's  underwriting staff.
